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Yard Waste leltatlons

Yard Debris is picked up twice per month. Piles of yard
debris must be placed within 4 feet of the edge of the road by
6 a.m. on the morning of your scheduled pickup. The
County’s contract with Advanced Disposal puts limits on the
size, weight, and amount of yard waste that will be removed
at each scheduled pickup. The limitations are in place due to
the type of equipment that is used and in order to allow the
pickup of all homes on the given route. If more than the
allotted amount of debris is removed at the beginning of the
route, the homes at the end of the route will not be able to be
picked up. If more than the limit of yard waste debris is piled
at the street, Advanced Disposal will remove the amount
called out in the contract. All yard debris must be within the
following limitations:
» Limbs can be no longer than 4 feet, and no larger than 6-
inches in diameter,
e No single piece of yard waste preater than 40 Ibs. will be
picked up.
¢  Small yard waste such as leaves and grass must be
bagged.
e Total yard waste is limited to 4 cubic yards per pick up.
Any debris in excess of 4 cubic yards will not be picked

up.

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Bulk Items:

Only one bulk item will be picked up from
each restdence, with your scheduled yard
waste pickup. These items include large
waste items such as stoves, washing
machines, mattresses and furniture-but not
waste that is classified as coenstruction
material or any appliance containing
refrigerant such as air conditioners and
refrigerators.

Public Works also encourages citizens to
call by Thursday the week prior to desired
Yard and Bulk item pick (s) to schedule a
buik waste pickup.
